Signs of senior epilepsy can be repeated episodes of losing consciousness, dizziness and
language or behavioral changes. Older people have more staring spells or even pass out
when having a seizure.

Epilepsy affects about 300,000 seniorsThe longer you let it drag on, the more
damage it can do to the brain.

Treatments include medication and surgery. George had the part of his brain removed that
was causing the problem. Now, he feels 100 percent better.
