1.  How much does Y.E.S.S. cost?

There are 2 portions to Y.E.S.S. payment.  The Educational portion ran by USD 259 and the Recreational portion ran by The Arc.  The Arc will take payments for both portions, however, please make out separate checks for USD 259 and The Arc.

Non-Arc Members:  $10.00 per week extra added to recreation fee      

(Arc Membership cost $25 per year, see page 5 of your application for more information)
*A $110.00 deposit is due by May 11, 2007. If you are ONLY coming on a 2-week scholarship, a $10 deposit is due.  If you are going to pay weekly, the fee must be paid on Monday or the first day of the week your child attends the program.  

IMPORTANT NOTE ON STAFFING:  The “regular” prices above reflects a 1:4 – 1:5 staff ratio.  The Arc reserves the right to change a student’s staff ratio.  If you have questions on eligibility for HCBS funding please contact your case manager.

IMPORTANT NOTE ON HCBS:  The Arc will need to receive an email confirmation to bely@arc-sedgwickcounty.org from the student’s case manager that the Plan of Care has been approved through the PA System by May 15, 2007.  For questions, please contact your case manager.

IMPORTANT NOTE ON FAMILY SUPPORT DOLLARS:  Family Support Dollars can only go towards the student’s staffing.  The family will still be required to cover the cost of activities and morning education (See HCBS prices for cost)

2.  Are scholarships available?


A 2-week scholarship opportunity is available to a limited number of participants.  Scholarships will be given on the bases of NEED.  For priority, USD 259 students should have been on free or reduced lunches during the 06-07 school year. 
The 2-week fee on scholarship is $10.00 paid to the Arc.  Please mark on your application (page 6) if you would like to be considered for a scholarship. [back]
3.  When is the deadline for signing up for Y.E.S.S. 2007?


Application & deposit must be received by May 11, 2007 or a $25 late fee will be added. Space is limited! [back]
4.  What is HCBS Funding


HCBS stands for Home and Community Based Services.  HCBS is a type of funding allocated for individuals with MRDD that meet certain criteria that are determined by the SCDDO.  The Arc does not determine who qualifies for HCBS Funding.  If you have questions regarding HCBS Funding please contact your case manager or the SCDDO at (316) 660-7360. [back]
5.  What does staffing ratios mean?


The regular Y.E.S.S. camp fee provides a 1:4 – 1:5 ratio for each student.  This means 1 staff member to every 4 - 5 students.   For those that have HCBS funding, funding covers anywhere between 1:1 – 1:3 ratios.  If you do not have HCBS but require a smaller ratio the fees are:

6.  What is Travel Week?


During Travel Week, Y.E.S.S. kids will go out of town for anywhere between 1-3 days (depending on their age) to places like Kansas City or Oklahoma City to visit theme parks, water parks or other city sights. [back]
7.  What is Camp Pride?


Camp Pride is an overnight camp that runs from Monday August 6 – Friday, August 10 for clients thirteen years and older.  Camp Pride is held at The Salvation Army Camp Hiawatha in Wichita.  Meals and activities are provided and all sleeping cabins have air conditioning!  [back]
8.  How much is the Y.E.S.S. deposit?


The deposit is one week’s fee that will then be used as payment or partial payment for your last week at the 2007 Y.E.S.S. Program.  If you are ONLY signed up for the 2-week scholarship and are not attending any more weeks then the cost is $10.00.  For students in Sedgwick County the deposit is $110, for those not in Sedgwick County the deposit is $120.00 [back]
9.  How do I become an Arc Member?


Arc Membership cost $25 a year per family.  If you joined at registration last year you must renew now.  If you are not sure if you are a member please contact The Arc at 943-1191. [back]
10.  What if my child has extended school year?


If your child has extended school year through USD 259, they usually can participant in the recreation activities in the afternoons and all day on Friday.  In most cases, USD 259 will transport your child from their school to the YESS Program.  To set up your child’s transportation please call the main USD 259 office at 973-4000. [back]
11.  What are overnight opportunities?


We provide 3 overnighters during Y.E.S.S. within the first 8 weeks of the program.  Overnighters are usually scheduled on a Thursday night so your child can stay at Y.E.S.S. from Thursday morning until Friday afternoon with the pick-up time on Friday being the same.  Overnighters will cost a little extra and it is not necessary your child attend the overnighter to go to Y.E.S.S camp during Thursday and Friday’s normal schedule.  We will send notices home with your child regarding the overnight schedule closer to their dates.  [back]
12.  Do I need to provide lunches or snacks for my child?

  
No.  We provide all lunches and snacks throughout the day.  Most of our snacks are provided by donations so any snack items that you can donate to the Y.E.S.S. program would be greatly appreciated!  [back]
13.  Can my child attend only half-days or Fridays?

We have a limited number of spots for parents interested in their child going half days, Fridays, or certain days during the week.  Please include on page 4 of the Y.E.S.S. application what days you would like to attend and we will do our best to accommodate. [back]
14.  What is Sibling Week?


One week during Y.E.S.S. we allow the siblings of Y.E.S.S. kids ages 5-12 to attend Y.E.S.S. camp.  There is an extra fee for siblings to attend.  We will be providing more information soon. [back]
15.  How is my child’s medicine handled?


Y.E.S.S. provides parents with packets to use for medication.  These packets can be picked up at the Arc or at the Y.E.S.S. office.  We ask that you individually package each medication and put the child’s name, group (tot, youth, teen, high, or YAC), date and time to be administered.  We suggest that medicine be given at the beginning of the week to avoid the hassle of having to make sure it gets to Y.E.S.S. Camp every day with your child.  You can either drop off the medicine packets at the Y.E.S.S. office or leave them with the attendant at the drop-off locations.  Although we can check your child’s bag for medication, for safety purposes and to ensure that we get it, we recommend you do not place medication in your child’s backpack.  [back]
16.  Does my child need extra spending money?


Extra spending money is never necessary, however, there will be times where your child might like some extra money for snack bars or gift shops.  On the weekly calendar, we make a note of activities where bringing extra spending money is an option.  [back]
17.  What if I have to pick my child for a doctor’s or other appointment during Y.E.S.S.?

Please let the Y.E.S.S. office know of the doctor’s appointment within the

week of the appointment.  If you are picking up your child during the morning educational portion, there (usually) should be no problem.  It is more difficult to pick up your child in the afternoon since our groups are around town at scheduled events.  We will do our best to arrange a time for you to pick up your child.  Last minute notice will make it more difficult for us to accommodate.  [back]
18.  What if I’m late picking up my child?


Please be at The Arc by 5:15 PM to pick up your child.  If you are running late PLEASE call the Arc office at 943-1191.  [back]
19.  How will the Y.E.S.S. staff handle my child’s behavior problems?


Each Y.E.S.S. child is different which is why it is important that you fill the student information form (page 7) completely.  This information is important for the Y.E.S.S. staff in knowing how to handle any issues with your child.  Also feel free to add your child’s IEP with your Y.E.S.S. application.  If you have concerns a Y.E.S.S. staff member that staffs your child’s group is available in the afternoons at pick up times and most mornings during the educational portion if you would like to discuss your child’s behavioral issues in more detail. 20.  How do I find out the weekly schedule or changes to the schedule?


Weekly schedules will be passed out on Friday afternoons.  We will also post the schedules on The Arc website.  Notes will be sent home with your child about any changes to the schedules as well as upcoming events.  [back]
